FAGAN AND DEGUZMAN TO RUN THE 41st ANNUAL JFK 50 MILER FOR DESTINATION CURE - The Race against MS

Joe Fagan And Rich DeGuzman To Run In Grueling 50 Mile Race For MS Research

Washington, DC –  On November 22, 2003, Joe Fagan and Rich DeGuzman will compete in the 41st Annual JFK 50 Miler in support of Destination Cure – The Race Against MS.  Destination Cure is a non-profit organization dedicated to raising funds for research for a cure for Multiple Sclerosis (MS).  100% of all money raised goes directly to MS research.  Dr. Stephen Waxman - Chairman of the Yale University School of Neurology, who received $50,000 from Destination Cure in June of 2003 stated that “Destination Cure’s funding is critically important to our MS research program.”  

The JFK 50 Miler is considered an Ultra-marathon, pushing the endurance of distance running athletes.  Fagan and DeGuzman, both officers in the US Marine Corps are no strangers to physical challenges.   DeGuzman is an accomplished long distance runner, having hit his stride while running cross country in High School.  He has competed in 8 marathons, 2 half Ironman competitions, captained a 12 person team in the 200 mile Providian relay that raised money for Organs ‘R’ Us, and competed in numerous other such races.  When asked why he was taking part in the grueling event, DeGuzman said “The JFK 50 miler is a natural challenge for Marines and it's even sweeter since anything we raise goes to Destination Cure.”  When asked about the physical challenge of a 50 mile race and the benefit that his effort with have on MS, DeGuzman said “Knowing that [racing for Destination Cure] will definitely push me to the finish.”  

Fagan, a veteran of the JFK 50 Miler, which he completed last year in ten and a half hours, has an equally impressive track record.  He has competed in 7 marathons, twice in the USMC and Rock & Roll San Diego events, as well as Baltimore, Dublin, and Charlotte.  Fagan ran with DeGuzman on a 9/11 memorial relay near Shanksville, Pa.  Between his duties as a United States Marine Corps Major, and a father to his little girl, Fagan finds little time to train, but is committed to the cause:   “Destination Cure is doing it's part to try and find a cure, so I want to do anything I can to assist”.  

Fagan and DeGuzman are raising money as part of this event and request donations be made through the Destination Cure website or via the address below.  They are giving 100% of themselves, and Destination Cure gives 100% of all money raised to research – we are just asking you to take part.   

Destination Cure was  created in 1998  by a Rockville, Maryland native, John Guandolo. The motivation for Destination Cure comes from John's mother, who battled MS for over thirty (30) years before passing away in September 2000.
